
RESOURCE: FAMILY ACP ELIGIBILITY LETTER -
FREE AND REDUCED-PRICE MEALS

DISTRICT NOTES
How to use this resource: This letter may be used to 1) share general information with your families 

regarding the Affordable Connectivity Program and 2) demonstrate a family’s eligibility as part of the 

ACP application process. There are several key pieces of information that the letter must contain to 
meet the ACP application requirements, including: school name, address of the school, applicable 
school year (can be current academic year or year immediately preceding the application), contact 
information for the school (phone and/or email), student's full name, and confirmation that the 
student has been approved for a Free and Reduced-Price Meal program.

This letter should be used for families whose students participate in a Free and Reduced-Price School 

Meal program. Districts may add more specific information on which qualifying program the student 

participates in.

In addition to proof of eligibility, households will also need to provide a form of identification during 

the application process. The school-issued Student ID can be used as a form of identification if the card 

contains the student’s full name and birthdate. If the ID contains a date, it must not be expired.

Best practices:

● Communicate to households (via robocall, text, or newsletter) to introduce them to the ACP 

benefit and inform them on the support steps the district will provide.

● Align letter distribution with other key communications (such as report cards).

● Make letters available at the school-level and online in the parent portal or similar platform 

for on-demand printing.

● Each letter should include a unique number, such as a student ID number, to prove

authenticity during the application review process.

● Ensure that the required information is typed, not handwritten. Try to match fonts and 

sizing of text to further demonstrate authenticity of the letter.

● Eligibility in the ACP program is based on a student’s current enrollment in the school, 

meaning households will need to re-certify annually to prove continued participation in the 

qualifying school meal program. Review our ACP Enrollment Options resource to 

determine the best qualification method for each family.

Program (ACP), a federal government program that provides:

● Up to $30 a month (up to $75 on qualifying Tribal Lands) toward home internet service
per eligible household; and,

● A one-time, up to $100 discount for a laptop, desktop computer, or tablet purchased

through a participating provider. Each participating household is limited to a single

device discount.

Internet access has become an important part of fully participating in school and we want to

make sure <<student’s name>> has reliable, affordable access at home. Because your student(s)

participates in a free or reduced-price meal initiative under the National School Lunch Program

(NSLP) or the School Breakfast Program (SBP), your household is automatically eligible to
receive the ACP benefit.

As a part of the ACP application process, you will need to provide identification and eligibility

documentation. This letter, which can be used to prove eligibility during the application process,

confirms that the following student(s) in your household participates in a school meal program

during the <<insert applicable >> school year:

In addition to proof of eligibility, households will also need to provide a form of identification

during the application process. If you do not wish to provide the last four digits of your

student’s Social Security Number, birth certificate, driver’s license, passport, or other

government ID, then you are able to use the school-issued Student ID for identification.

Use if your Student ID contains the following information: student’s full name, birth date, and non-expired date. A photo is
not necessary.

You may also submit any formal communication the district has sent to you regarding your

student’s eligibility for a free or reduced-price meal program, such as NLSP or SBP, if it

includes the student’s name, school name, school contact information (phone and/or

telephone), and the academic year.

Use if the school district provides other communication, such as a letter confirming participation during enrollment/the
beginning of the school year, that could be used to submit as proof of eligibility during the ACP application process.

When you are ready to apply for the Affordable Connectivity Program benefit, you can submit 

your application online at GetInternet.gov, mail-in a paper application, or contact a 

participating internet service provider.
